4.1  There was a brief discussion of the JISC strategy document.  SL wondered if there was some confusion between the JIBS request for a repository of infoskills material and a repository of e-learning materials.

5.  Treasurer's Report

Agreed to maintain the subscription charge at £55 per year.  JL noted that 4 institutions had not renewed their subscriptions, but a further 3 had joined, largely as a result of the workshops.  JL will investigate moving any surplus funds to a deposit account as there is no interest on the current account.  The signatory will need to be changed from Stuart Lee to Frances Boyle.  Noted that we need to budget for printing costs for the flyer.  LJH will ask UKOLN when they plan to invoice us for the OpenURL meeting.

6.  Reports from meetings

6.1  WoSEC: Derwent Innovations Index would be available as part of WoK 2.0 but we have  no date for the implementation of version 2.0.  
LJH had asked that MIMAS publicity be changed to reflect the lack of Cross-Search Concept.  As MT has resigned from JIBS, there is a vacancy on WoSEC.  Agreed that KA would replace MT.  JB would also be interested in attending.

6.2 JISC Working Groups: 

GH had attended the Discovery Tools Working Group, which had attempted to define what was meant by a 'discovery tool'.  The Group had also discussed its terms of reference, wishlists, and how to interact with users.  GH will also attend the Learning Materials Working Group on 15th December.


SL attended the Images Working Group, which is looking at image discovery tools and user interfaces.  Noted that the Getty collection had been launched.

LS will contact Lorraine Estelle to request joining the E-books Working Group. Action: LS
6.3  UK Mirror Service

MT reported that this is due to be tendered for again soon, but it is expected to remain at Lancaster/Kent.  A third node has been introduced at Reading which is now taking 50% of traffic.  Noted that mostly software is mirrored but there is some data.  PubMed would be a useful source to mirror but agreed that it would be more appropriate for MIMAS or EDINA to do this.

6.4  IBSS

MT had attended the Steering Committee.  Links had been made to JSTOR titles and talks are ongoing with cross-ref.  However IBSS is not OpenURL compliant.  BIDS are considering options for selling IBSS outside the UK.

7.  JISC/CHEST Collections

7.1 Compendex

KA will be invited to the Ei Council where she hopes to raise the Z39.50 issue as requested by Nottingham.

7.2  Inspec

KA reported that 61 sited have renewed Inspec, but with much movement to Ei (hosted in USA).  Noted that EDINA Inspec will move to the Ovid Gateway in Manchester in 2004.

8.  JISC Strategy

There was a discussion of the JISC Strategy document.  Agreed that the lack of mention of the JISC Datacentres and Working Groups is regrettable.  JIBS had sent a brief response to the document expressing disappointment with the lack of emphasis on JISC Collections activity.  LJH and LS have been invited to attend the JISC Collections Strategy Review Group and will put forward more detailed comments via that channel.

9.  Workshops

There will be a re-run of the Digital Library/VLE Workshop in Leeds in December.

Integration of JISC and CHEST agreements and clearer information about banding would also be welcomed.
