1) IBSS/Z39.50 interface

Due to go live at the end of January. 

2) IBSS new user interface

Due to go live at the end of February. New user guides and publicity material will be released at that time. Functionality will be mostly the same, but there will be some refining to the service and it will be more user friendly.

3) CAB Abstracts

BIDS and CABI are launching CAB Abstracts on BIDS at the end of January. 

The database covers the significant research and development literature in the fields of agriculture, forestry, aspects of human health, human nutrition, animal health and the management and conservation of natural resources. 

The licensing fees will be £4,000 pa for a large or specialist institution, £2,000 pa for a small institution. (There are some variations for multi-site institutions.) We are currently negotiating a price for FE. 

4) PsycINFO

To date, 35 institutions have now signed up for this service. User guides and flyers are available. 

5) Reuters Select Business Briefings

BIDS will most likely start to market this service to the FE sector from February. We are also trying to establish whether this service is of value to the HE sector. 

6) Pascal

Free trial for this service ends at the end of January. The database covers Science, Technology and Medicine. Pricing structure for licenses runs at: £2,000 pa for a large institution; £1,000 pa for a medium-sized institution; and £500 pa for a small institution and FE institutions. We have directly contacted the top 40 sites that use this service the most to let them know about the change of status, and have sent out a message to BIDS-news.
